
Screening Criteria (Inclusion/Exclusion): 

• According to the NIH, Cancer risk increases with age due to multiple 
factors including genetics/family history of cancer, presence of 
concomitant disease, environmental exposures and occupational exposure 
to various carcinogenic agents.2 OneTest™ was developed on the basis of 
a cohort of individuals including those as young as 18 years old and 
remains valid given that age is included as a factor in risk determination. 
That said, in the general population, 20/20 recommends the use of the 
test in individuals 45 years of age and older. 

o Due to the labeling of the lancing device used for blood collection, 
patients must be 22 years of age or older 

• Samples should not be taken from patients receiving therapy with high 
biotin doses (i.e., > 5 mg/day) until at least 8 hours following the last biotin 
administration. 

o Patients should also NOT have taken a biotin supplement within the 24 
hours prior to the test.  

• Additionally, patients with the following conditions must be excluded from 
the OneTest: 

o Pregnancy 
o Past or present medical history of cancer including patients who are in 

remission for any time. The test should also NOT be used to monitor for 
cancer recurrence. 

o Blood clotting disorder or those taking blood thinners. 
o Known to be prone to vasovagal syncope due to the sight of blood.
